In our Gospel reading this Sunday, Jesus encounters Bartimaeus, a blind man who is nevertheless
able to see what others cannot, that Jesus is the Messiah (Son of David), expressed in his ministry
of mercy and healing. Bartimaeus does not allow the opportunity of encountering Jesus to pass
him by: he uses everything available to him to get Jesus’ attention. May we call out to the Lord

from our need while he is yet passing, and not miss out on our moment of encounter!
